Old Schools of  Franklin Harbour and District

Summary

The Franklin Harbour branch of the National Trust of SA resolved in late 1985 to identify and mark all one teacher school sites in the Franklin Harbour Council area.

The method of marking to be old concrete mile posts with a triangle cross section.

A sheet of aluminium was cut to fit at the top of the post, the name of the school when opened and closed plus the name of the teachers and dates they served.

The schools had a multiple purpose, serving as a meeting place for organisations, dance nights, strawberry fetes, weddings and some church services.
